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杨树浦路，承载着几代人的
工业复兴梦。如今这条路上仍有
许多静谧的空间，随着滨江贯通
工程，它们将再次聚焦世人的目
光。穿街入户水自来，以青红砖
墙为主体的杨树浦水厂走过了一
个多世纪，仍在为市民送上涓涓
清流。

杨浦是中国近代工业的发
源地，上海开埠之初，杨浦地块
只是地广人稀、僻处一隅的荒野

乡村，租界设立之后，杨树浦优
越的航运和生产用水条件以及
低廉的地价吸引中外客商陆续
办厂。

在中外资本逐鹿的历史进程
中，杨树浦驶上了发展的快车
道。19 世纪末，上海因为滨江临
海的优势成为外商投资的首选之
地，水陆交通便捷的杨树浦成为
外商投资上海的重中之重。到20
世纪30年代，杨树浦一带已有纺
织、造船、造纸、制药、制皂、烟草、
有色金属、机器制造、公用事业等

不同门类的工业企业300多家，创
造了许多中国工业的“第一”，杨
树浦遂有了“近代上海工业摇篮”
的美誉，亦被夸赞为“中国近代工
业的发源地”，在滨江沿线留下了
弥足珍贵的历史遗产。

19 世纪下半叶的上海，无论
在租界还是华界，居民基本生活
用水主要来自附近的江河，居民
从挑水夫那里买水，或自行从河
流取水，然后投入明矾搅拌，沉淀
杂质后再使用。1880 年，英商成
立上海自来水股份有限公司，并

于次年在黄浦江边建造了自来
水厂。

杨树浦水厂始建于公元1881
年8月。它位于上海市区东部，杨
浦大桥浦西段西侧，占地面积12.9
万平方米，是全国供水行业建厂
最早，生产能力最大的地面水厂
之一。 建筑的外形为英国传统城
堡形式，承重墙用清水砖墙，嵌以
红砖腰线，周围墙身压顶雉堞缺
口，雉堞的压顶及窗框、腰线等均
用水泥粉出凸线，墙面转折交界
处为水泥隅石形状，如同一座中

古时代的英国城堡，尤其是那些
装饰性元素，使这座建筑成为沪
上工业厂房中的“异数”。

一百多年来，杨树浦水厂都
是从水厂头部进水口取水，直到
2010年11月长江口青草沙水源地
工程投入使用，又改用长江原
水。如今，它还承担着为杨浦、虹
口、普陀、宝山等区域 200 多万市
民的生活用水以及其它工业用
水。虽然历史悠久，但杨树浦水
厂仍水流不息，或许它还将见证
更多的变迁。

Big Knowledge & Innovation
Zone (the Zone)’s planned building
area totals around 1.30 million square
meters (sqm), of which 900,000 sqm
have been completed, and 380,000
sqm under construction.

With the further development of
Knowledge & Innovation Community
(KIC) as its key, the Zone follows
pre-planning, governmental guid⁃
ance, and market-based operations
as its development principles,
sources fromYangpu District Science
and Technology Innovation Group
(YPSTI) told the reporter. Based on
the core ideas of developing the dis⁃
trict into“national-level innovative
district, the core of Shanghai &
Technology Innovation Center, and
the urban center of a cosmopolis”,
the Zone facilitates KIC’s develop⁃
ment by fully leveraging the spillover
effects of university research insti⁃
tutions’expertise and technologies.
Following the principles of“histori⁃
cal continuity, cultural promotion,
improved functions and better en⁃
vironment, it has been actively co⁃
ordinating efforts of troops and
businesses. The Zone has attracted
Global 500 innovative companies
such as IBM, EMC, AECOM and
Splunk, domestic industry-leaders,
including China Industrial Design
Institute, Luban Software, Dipont
Education, New Wisdom Holding,
and incubated around 1,600 regis⁃
tered innovative companies, such as
Wenba Technology, Zhida Technol⁃
ogy, and Agora.io. It has now de⁃
veloped industry clusters for soft⁃
ware & information services featur⁃
ing cloud computing and big data,
modern design and creative media.

The Zone has been actively de⁃
veloped supporting platforms for
innovation and startups, and estab⁃
lished international sci-tech plat⁃
forms such as Bay Area Council, and
California-China Office of Trade

and Investment (CTO), as well as
Tencent Westart Incubator, Bay Ar⁃
ea-Yangpu Digitization Park,
Shanghai Cloud Computing Innova⁃
tion Base. It has been facilitating the
development of public incubators
such as INNOSPACE + and IPO
CLUB. Levering serves providers in
the region, such as Yangpu talent
center, Shanghai High-level Over⁃
seas Talent Base, and University
Technology Transfer Center, the
Zone has enhanced supports to in⁃
novative and entrepreneurial talent
and preliminarily developed an in⁃
novation and startup landmark fea⁃
turing international, smart and
city-industry integration.

For next step, the Zone will
further develop its“Startup Axis,
Urban Transport Axis and Green
Ecological Landscape Axis”. Spe⁃
cifically, the Zone expects to attract
more startup cafes, startup plat⁃
forms and domestic incubators to
the Startup Axis, which stretches
along the Daxue Road from Fudan
University to KIC, by its effective
operation services functions. The
Urban Transport Axis is expected to
evolve into a traffic axis stretching
from Songhu Road by connecting
underground and over-ground pas⁃
sages. The purpose of the Green
Ecological Landscape Axis is to im⁃
prove residential culture experience
and living environment by develop⁃
ing a community axis that integrates
culture, entertainment, arts and
sports. Leveraging the above axes,
the Zone is expected to improve its
urban services, create highly-effi⁃
cient and dimensional spatial con⁃
nections, deliver nature-city bal⁃
ance, and develop bigger and better
inclusive communities to attract in⁃
novative elements and services re⁃
sources such as universities, gov⁃
ernments, companies and social or⁃
ganizations. By so doing, startup
owners drawn to it could do busi⁃
nesses, strike deals and stay.
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Yangpu District Releases 1st Internship
Opportunities Map

College students have difficul⁃
ties finding internships while busi⁃
nesses have difficulties finding suit⁃
able interns, which has long been an
issue for both employers and uni⁃
versities.

To address the core of the is⁃
sue, Yangpu District government in⁃
tegrated previous experience and
modern internet technologies to re⁃
lease the first internship opportuni⁃
ties map at the kick-off ceremony of
summer pre-internship training for
college students on Jul. 10.

As one of the innovative initia⁃
tives to facilitate college interns in
2017, the Yangpu District govern⁃
ment released both online and of⁃
fline versions of internship oppor⁃
tunities map. With the seamless,
comprehensive and open service
platform bridging companies and
college students, companies could
release internship info, while stu⁃
dents could search and apply for
positions. The offline version is
hand-drawn, intuitive and trendy,
which is a perfect vehicle for infor⁃
mation and publicity. The
hand-drawn map marks internship
opportunities and contacts from
non-profits, businesses and com⁃
munities with different markers to
make them intuitive at a glance.

The map is updated synchron⁃
ically at the official WeChat account

“Yangpu Talent”and Yangpuhr.com.
Users could access internship op⁃
portunities in the whole districts af⁃
ter click on the map, which will dis⁃
play the address, details and con⁃
tacts once they click on a specific
spot on the map. College users could
find their destinations with the map’
s GPS guidance.

As early as 2007, Yangpu Dis⁃
trict has initiated the first college

student internship program in
Shanghai, according to reporters.
The program provides a beneficial
platform for all sides. In this way,
students could accumulate work
experience and improve their com⁃
petitiveness, businesses could get
suitable interns and the District
could attract a large number of out⁃
standing graduates. In past 11 years,
the district held 23 internship and
recruitment events, offering 28,318
intern positions. 2,617 interns, or
about 10% of the total, have got of⁃
fers for full-time positions. As of
now, 42 companies, including Sie⁃
mens, Continental Automotive and
other well-known foreign and do⁃
mestic companies, as well as around
100 nonprofits have joined the in⁃
ternship program.

This year, the Human Resourc⁃
es and Social Security Bureau
(HRSSB) of Yangpu District have
offered 3,000 intern positions, 100 of
which are in governmental agencies
or nonprofits, 100 in community
party-building services centers, 2,
800 in businesses. The number of
positions increased considerably
compared with last year, and while
the newly-increased community
positions are highlights of this year.
“Community intern positions in 12
towns under Yangpu District enable
students to work in community and
understand the public better, which
will be beneficial for their future
career,” said the head of dis⁃
trict-level HRSSB.

The above 3,000 intern posi⁃
tions are not exclusive to college
students in Yangpu district but open
to those across the country. Starting
from March, Yangpu District gov⁃
ernment has visited 10 universities,
including Tsinghua University, Pe⁃
king University, Fudan University
and Shanghai Jiaotong University, to

introduce the district’s internship
program for 2017and hold summer
internship recruitment events in
some universities, which have been
well-received. By mid-June,
around 250 students have applied for
positions in governmental agencies,
nonprofits and communities. After
interviewed and confirmed, over 170
college students have got
one-month (starting on Jul.11) in⁃
tern positions in above organizations.

Wu Xiunan, one of the above
170 students, is from Vietnam and in
the first year of his master degree of
Teaching Chinese to Speakers of

Other Languages (MTCSOL) in
Shanghai University of Finance and
Economics (SUFE). He has been
working at the reception of the dis⁃
trict employment promotion center
from Jul. 11.“I could communicate
with more people and improve my
Mandarin by working at the recep⁃
tion, which is a great experience
because I’ve never worked in gov⁃
ernmental agencies before,”said Wu.

“Available intern positions this
year are multi-leveled and diversi⁃
fied, and participants are from uni⁃
versities across the country, includ⁃
ing locals from Yangpu district, stu⁃
dents from Tsinghua University and
Peking University, and foreign stu⁃
dents in China. The number of ap⁃
plicants for intern positions in gov⁃
ernmental agencies and communi⁃
ties hit record high this year. Those
are all delighting progresses,”added
the head of district-level HRSSB.

“For next steps, the District will de⁃
velop the internship program into a
unique brand, deliver breakthroughs,
and invigorate development of talent
by leveraging efforts for‘innovation
and entrepreneurship’, tapping re⁃
sources of universities and seeking
deeper partnership with regional
universities.”

On Jul. 15, light-boxes with series water-color painting themed on“Century-old Memories of Yangpu’s Industry”
have been placed at Exit No.1 of Jiangwan Stadium Station on Metro Line 10. Those paintings, 18 in total, are the
embodiment of the district’s history and memories, and the presentation of its changes and progress over the year,
showcasing the first water plant in China, the first gas works, the first thermal power plant. Using the above series
water-color painting to represent urban memories and enhance cultural innovation is Yangpu District’s first innovative
initiative to“display the District’s history & culture in metro station”.
