了“选房之旅”；“应届毕业生和本市单位签订了第三方就业协议，即可申请保障性租赁住房”，织密“一张床、一间房、一套房”住房保障网，优化政策是重要的
一步。

“求职者需要什么，我们就给什么”——残疾人大学生毕业后来到温暖的“求职课堂”，再次“入学”；一手是简历、一手是招聘需求，“助残圆梦”就业指导
工作室双手“紧握”打出“组合拳”，工作室的服务项目还将不断“上新”……

“促进高质量充分就业”，“高质量”“充分”是关键词。打造人才秀带、建设“15分钟就业服务圈”，创新杨浦致力于将“乐业温度”源源不断地输送给每一
个人。

“我们人事部的管理层一开始
见到我说挺好的，就是人有点胖，当
时我也有点焦虑。结果实习了一段
时间后，他改口说，小伙子人胖了
点，做事倒挺活络的，就留下来吧！”
最近，在大桥街道三阳基地的一场
交流分享会上，朱凌站在台上侃侃
而谈。当天，他作为成功就业的残
疾青年代表，分享着求职经验。这
个“00 后”就像提前“毕业”的“学
长”，说话时三句一个“笑点”，逗得
大家笑个不停。

毕业后来到温暖的“求
职课堂”，再次“入学”

如今乐观开朗的朱凌患有腿疾，
被评定为肢体四级残疾。大学时，出
于对美食的热爱，朱凌选择了烹饪专
业，他的人生梦想是进入酒店，做一
名颠锅掌勺的“神厨”。谁知，临近毕
业时，现实却浇了一盆冷水。碰壁，
是他找实习单位时的常态。“我腿不
好，但在后厨工作，难免有时要做做
重活、累活，比如进货、搬运什么的。
很多用人单位都会介意这一点。”朱
凌说，“心里确实有些受伤，那段时
间，人的性格都变了。因为找工作
难，人急躁，心情就慢慢低落下来了，
经常和家里人闹矛盾。”

2023 年 7 月，入职圣诺亚皇冠
假日酒店，在酒店餐厅开始学习；
2023 年底，在酒店组织的职业技能
竞赛中，获得技能“三等奖”，被列
为优秀管培生……“很多事不方便
和 家 里 聊 ，我 就 和 工 作 室 的 老 师
聊。他们都会听我倾诉，帮我想解

决办法。”
“ 逆 转 ”，发 生 在 2023 年 5 月

后。那时，“助残圆梦”就业指导工
作室在杨浦诞生，由杨浦区残联牵
头成立，第三方社会组织上海劳林
人力资源服务中心搭建和运维。企
业 HR、心理咨询师、法律专家等组
成一支服务团队，为辖区内残疾人，
尤其是残疾人应届毕业生的就业牵
线搭桥。

修改简历、锻炼面试技巧，推荐
多家合作酒店以供实习，开展心理
辅导……这里的指导团队为朱凌提
供了量身定制的全方位服务。

而且，对朱凌的实习情况，工
作 室 指 导 老 师 持 续 跟 踪 、及 时 关
心，还经常到酒店实地考察，与他
的带教师傅、管理人员等面对面沟
通。“朱凌进步很大，不论是性格，
还是对于整个菜品的把控、切配、
原料的使用都越来越成熟，能够感
觉 到 他 在 稳 定 地 一 步 步 向 前 发
展。”朱凌的带教师傅、酒店餐厅行
政副总厨邱晓民说。

一手是简历、一手是招
聘需求，双手“紧握”打出“组
合拳”

朱凌的成功并非个例。一手是残
疾人求职者的简历，一手是用人单位
的招聘需求，杨浦区“助残圆梦”就业
指导工作室通过求职辅导、集体培训、
岗位开发等方式，让用人单位和残疾
人求职者实现“双向奔赴”，成立一年
来，为 278 位残疾人提供就业指导服
务，助力18位残疾人应届毕业生成功

就业。
“ 开 开 讲 座 、搞 搞 培 训 ，比 较

笼统”，是求职者李响脑海中对就
业 服 务 的 固 有 印 象 ，令 他 没 想 到
的 是 ，在“ 助 残 圆 梦 ”就 业 指 导 工
作 室 有 很 多 一 对 一 辅 导 的 机 会 ，

“能够针对我的简历和需求，快速
对 接 企 业 ，提 供 招 聘 岗 位 给 我 选
择，还会教授面试技巧。现在，我
的 面 试 成 功 率 变 高 了 ，求 职 效 率
也提升了。”

“我们拥有一支复合型人才队伍，
包含心理咨询师、法律顾问、专业HR
等，所以在服务过程中，我们打‘组合
拳’。求职者需要什么，我们就给什
么。”“助残圆梦”就业指导工作室负责

人高燕告诉记者。
今年，工作室的服务项目将不断

“上新”——一方面，计划点对点开展
职业病预防服务；另一方面，对所有入
档的残疾人求职者提前开展职业能力
测评，了解其适合的职业，以做好更精
准的岗位推荐。

杨浦区残疾人就业服务中心主
任陆俊介绍：“这个测评分为两部分，
一个是物理测评，一个是能力测评。
物理测评是要了解残疾人具体的残
疾部位、残疾程度等，分析它对以后
工作的影响；能力测评就是看残疾人
的专业知识水平，以此作为参考依
据，更有针对性地为残疾人推荐就业
岗位。”

残疾人的需求，一直受到全社会
的关注。无论衣食住行，还是实习就
业，都是提升残疾人生活质量的重要
方面。

为365户残疾人家庭实施无障碍
设施进家庭工程；为 300 名有需求但
出行特别困难的重度残疾人提供免费
上门健康体检；新建2 家残疾人阳光
康健驿站……人民城市新实践，2024
年，杨浦全力办好10类58项政府实事
项目，努力提升居民群众的获得感、幸
福感、安全感。

记者了解到，在单位负责人的支
持下，朱凌已经递交入党申请书。

“选房之旅”
马甲辰是复旦大学工程与应用

技术研究院毕业生，毕业后他选择留
在上海继续奋斗。安居才能乐业，如
何觅得合适的居所？“青春‘杨’帆、助
力安居”——保租房毕业季进校园活
动，为马甲辰解决了这个后顾之忧。

不出校门，马甲辰就开启了“选
房之旅”。拎包入住，共享厨房，有健
身区，也有露台花园。经过“货比三
家”，马甲辰选中了上海浦发雅遇公
寓的一居室房源，月租金3288元。“保
租房，顾名思义，很有保障。有政府
牵头，我们应届生比较放心。因为工
作地点在浦东张江那边，所以我选了
这套。”马甲辰说。

此次，杨浦区住房保障和房屋管
理局联动高校、银行、保租房项目企
业，结合复旦毕业生的实际需求，反
复比较各项目租金、房型、区位等要
素适配性，最终筛选出14个保租房项
目供选择。

在复旦大学大数据学院毕业生
乔梅看来，地理位置和安全性，是“选
房”的两大重要因素。“活动中，我看
到不少项目的地理位置很理想，离复
旦很近，住在学校周边，什么时候想
回母校逛一逛也很方便。而且对于
女生来说，居住的安全性相当重要，
保租房安保设施做得非常完善。”乔
梅告诉记者。

织密“一张床、一间房、
一套房”住房保障网

吸引人才、培养人才、善用人才、
留住人才，这是2024年杨浦人才工作
打出的“引育用留”组合拳。杨浦高
校资源丰富，人才集聚，杨浦区住房
保障和房屋管理局通过精准画像、靶
向施策，织密“一张床、一间房、一套
房”住房保障网。其中，优化政策是
重要的一步。

“现在的政策是，应届毕业生和
本市单位签订了第三方就业协议，即
可申请保障性租赁住房；只要办理了
保租房网签备案就能办理居住证，提
取公积金支付租金。”杨浦区住房保
障中心工作人员王海云说。

杨浦正在奋力打造人才秀带，不
断扩容的“保租房朋友圈”是这条秀
带上的亮丽风景线。最近，杨浦“保
租房朋友圈”又上新了——“可遇东
外滩”、和光寓以及科学家社区，不仅
交通便利，而且设施齐全。

以科学家社区为例，它紧邻轨交18
号线丹阳路站，目前推出的主力房型有
4种，面积从24平方米到80平方米不
等。公共区域内不仅有健身房，还有咖
啡厅、无人超市等。对保租房有需求的
市民，可在随申办APP上办理申请。

下一步，区住房保障和房屋管理
局将持续扩容“房源库”，用高品质住
房为杨浦打造人才秀带提供坚实保
障，助力人与城的“双向奔赴”。

In Yangpu, industrial relics like
chimneys, cranes, and coal conveyors
have found new life. Every floor of
the repurposed ash silo offers distinct
river views, turning what was once a
coal ash storage tank into an
eco-friendly and artistic waterfront
space. Yangpu is constantly reimag⁃
ining urban life for residents and vis⁃
itors.

Recently, the Yangpu Binjiang
Ash Silo Art Space became the stage
for "Another Light" Zero-Carbon Si⁃
no-French Concert. The existing
photovoltaic and energy storage sys⁃
tems powered the entire concert with

green electricity.
On the main stage, renowned

composer and singer Li Quan, young
Kunqu artist Zhang Ran, and French
Gypsy Jazz band Artemi performed
several pieces together. The fusion of
Chinese and French cultural innova⁃
tion created a unique sound that left
audience member Ms. Yao saying, "It
has style. With the river breeze and
the absence of harsh sun, listening to
jazz, Kunqu, and folk music felt po⁃
etic and stylish."

The concert's finale was a per⁃
formance of "The Moon Represents
My Heart" by Chinese and French
artists. Marc de Viviés of Artemi ex⁃
pressed his desire to incorporate
Chinese musicians into their band,

saying, "This collaboration brings a
different flavor. Performing 'The
Moon Represents My Heart' with
Chinese artists was a novel experi⁃
ence."

De Viviés also praised the
Huangpu and Suzhou rivers as
Shanghai's blessings, stating, "Rivers
are vital to a city. Shanghai is fortu⁃
nate to have the Huangpu and Suzhou
rivers. Playing here, surrounded by
nature, it's as if the wind is convers⁃
ing with us. Our task is to turn that
wind's music into a tangible perfor⁃
mance."

Alongside the vibrant music, at⁃
tendees enjoyed and experienced
traditional Chinese crafts like callig⁃
raphy, sachet making, embroidery,

and knotting. The fair also featured
vinyl records and French handicrafts,
offering a blend of Chinese and
French cultural elements that intro⁃
duced visitors to a different way of
life.

Once the largest thermal power
plant in the Far East, Yangshupu
Power Plant has played a crucial role
in urban development. After its stun⁃
ning transformation, the former ash
silo now features a public roaming
path from its concrete base to its top.
This repurposed industrial heritage
fosters a symbiotic relationship be⁃
tween art and environmentalism. The
Zero-Carbon Smart Integrated En⁃
ergy Center here is lauded as the
"green lung" of Yangpu Binjiang.

The top platforms of the three
ash silos are covered with solar pan⁃
els, creating a massive "power bank"
through an integrated solar storage
and charging system. This system
continuously supplies green elec⁃
tricity to the ash silos and nearby
cafés, shore power charging stations,
and landscape lighting. As it gener⁃
ates and stores energy, every bit of
sunlight is converted into electricity
without waste. Visitors to nearby
cafés can enjoy a truly "zero-carbon
coffee."

The green productivity emerging
in Yangpu Binjiang is powered by
technological innovation. As green
productivity and the "dual carbon"
goals take center stage in industry
transformation, urban renewal faces
new challenges. How can digital and
low-carbon technologies drive urban
innovation and development?

"Digital transformation in urban
governance requires value judgments
over technical distractions," empha⁃
sized Professor Zheng Lei from Fudan
University's School of International
Relations and Public Affairs at the

AECOM-hosted forum "Smart Cities:
Leading the Future" in Shanghai. In
his keynote titled "Judging Urban
Digital Governance," Zheng argued
that technology is merely a tool—the
best digital governance is impercep⁃
tible and human-centered. The digi⁃
tal transformation of cities should be
measured by citizen satisfaction, en⁃
suring technology serves people, en⁃
hancing their sense of fulfillment,
happiness, and security.

Environmental protection and
urban development are not contra⁃
dictory; "green" can become an as⁃
set. According to Liu Hongzhi, Se⁃
nior Vice President of AECOM Asia,
promoting space operations during
urban planning can help preserve
and enhance asset value, create
green assets, and foster new urban
growth. Facilitating resource flow—
from resource protection to asset
creation and capital formation—is
key to sustainable urban develop⁃
ment.

In recent years, Yangpu has fo⁃
cused on sustainable urban con⁃
struction and renewal, balancing
economic development with public
well-being. It has coordinated pres⁃
ervation, protection, and develop⁃
ment to create a more livable,
work-friendly, and educational urban
environment for its residents.

Cross-Border Payment Innovations Set Sail
from Yangpu

Yangpu's concentration of uni⁃
versities and research institutions is
one of its inherent strengths and a
key reason why Shanghai Duochang
Network Technology Co., Ltd.
(XTransfer) has established deep
roots in the area.

XTransfer, a one-stop
cross-border financial and risk
management service provider for
foreign trade enterprises, has grown
over the past seven years into Chi⁃
na's leading B2B foreign trade fi⁃
nance platform, serving over 400,000
small and micro-sized foreign trade
companies.

"Yangpu's numerous higher ed⁃
ucation institutions provide fertile
ground for cultivating talent at
XTransfer," said Sun Xiaogu,
XTransfer's co-founder and CFO.
"We've hired many graduates from
local universities, some of whom

have become key pillars of our
company's growth."

Facilitating foreign trade hinges
on efficient cross-border payments.
Founded in July 2017, XTransfer
emerged during a period of rapid
growth in China's cross-border
e-commerce industry and evolving
mobile internet landscape. Sensing
market opportunities, XTransfer's
founders identified a shift toward
B2B payment innovations driven by
cross-industry integration.

Small and micro foreign trade
enterprises have long faced chal⁃
lenges such as difficulties in opening
accounts, receiving payments, and
high costs. "Our services address
these issues, enabling small busi⁃
nesses to enjoy the same level of
cross-border financial services as
large multinational corporations,"
explained Sun. Initially, XTransfer

Now, it has evolved into a
comprehensive platform offering
global and local payment accounts,
currency exchange, real-time foreign
exchange, credit loans, risk manage⁃
ment services, and CRM solutions.

While serving Chinese busi⁃
nesses, XTransfer discovered that
small and micro overseas trade en⁃
terprises face similar issues, includ⁃
ing account instability, high compli⁃
ance risks, and frequent account
freezes. These challenges hinder
transactions and increase global
business costs. "Therefore, we
launched 'international services' to
assist small and micro overseas en⁃
terprises with global payments in
over 200 countries and regions, re⁃
ducing their global business costs,"
Sun said.

From industry newcomer to
leader, XTransfer's transformation
reflects Yangpu's improving busi⁃

ness environment. Describing Yang⁃
pu's business climate as "open and
inclusive," Sun praised the govern⁃
ment's strong support for innovation
and entrepreneurship. "Departments
like the Investment Promotion and
Commerce Commission have pro⁃
vided substantial help and guidance,
while Yangpu's policies on residence
permits, green channels for settle⁃
ment, and talent apartments have
shown great sincerity in retaining
talent."

As cross-border e-commerce
continues to thrive, the demand for
inclusive and convenient services
from cross-border payment compa⁃
nies grows.

Sun Xiaogu revealed that
XTransfer has devised three
five-year plans. The first is to serve
domestic SMEs well, which has al⁃
ready been partially achieved. The
second is to expand services to
more international companies,

starting from Hong Kong. The third
is to become the "B2B version of
Alipay." "We are very proud to help
Chinese payment and settlement in⁃
frastructure 'go global,' which is as
crucial as the global expansion of
Chinese products and high-speed
rail," Sun said.

Yangpu is currently implement⁃
ing a "chain master system" for key
industrial chains and accelerating
the construction of a "1+2+3+4" in⁃
novative modern industrial system.
XTransfer is collaborating with
Yangpu's relevant departments to
explore the creation of a regional
foreign trade settlement center, us⁃
ing its business growth to give back
to Yangpu. In the future, XTransfer
will continue to use Yangpu as its
home base, providing better services
for more B2B cross-border e-com⁃
merce SMEs and supporting Yang⁃
pu's development as an online new
economy hub.
