从“留白岛”到“顶流岛”，历史印记与创新活力交相辉映

复兴岛，“新绿”盎然

在黄浦江畔，坐落着上海市区唯
一的内陆岛——复兴岛。这里承载着
厚重的历史文化，见证了上海从古至
今的变迁、发展。

共青路旁的老建筑低语过往，复
兴岛公园里树影斑驳、鸟鸣清越，艺术
悄然生长于油酷创意园区……这些都
是岛上平凡日常的深刻诗意。自
2024 年 12 月上海量子城市时空创新
基地在这里开启后，复兴岛就走上了

“顶流岛”的“长成之路”。

新玩法，为工业遗存与
潮流文化的碰撞带来新启示

8 月 10 日晚，随着复兴岛主舞台
升起巨大宝剑装置和全场大合唱经
典二次元曲目，为期 3 天的小红书
RED LAND 开放世界冒险岛落下帷
幕。小红书包下一座岛，给予工业遗
址全新表达，吸引各地粉丝纷至沓
来、各大媒体争相报道，带动文旅商
体展深度融合。

RED LAND选址很特别，它没有
选择传统的展会场馆，而是锚定一个
非典型场地——复兴岛。这是上海黄
浦江畔唯一一座内陆岛，岛上常驻人
口不过2000人，工业遗存与现代船台
交织。即使是上海市民，也很少会踏
足这个东北角的小岛。但当这座小岛
变身二次元“痛岛”后，一下跃入年轻
人的视线。

一个与现实多少有些隔绝的空
间，一句“欢迎回家，永远的主角”，
将玩家瞬间带入全新的探索世界。
50多个全球顶级游戏、动漫IP的名场
面被“一键复刻”到三大主题园区，小
红书创造了以“登岛玩家”为第一视角
的宏大叙事场景，每位玩家都有身份，
会触发专属剧情，能找到自己的“高光
时刻”。

用一个漫展，激活一座岛——小
红书的新玩法，为工业遗存与潮流文
化的碰撞带来新启示。小红书社区市
场负责人白板介绍，团队 3 个月前勘
察时“一眼相中”复兴岛，正是看到了
其背后工业遗址的厚重骨架。“复兴岛
上约 30 万平方米的存量工业厂房及
场地资源，为全年无休的文旅商体展
多元融合活动提供了最佳容器。”他
说，RED LAND 的举办，让全国甚至
全球用户有机会知道上海有一个地方

叫复兴岛，它能为大家带来不同体验。
另一个数据也印证了小红书的

“眼光”。在平台上，工厂游、工业遗址、
工业风摄影、工业风Citywalk相关笔记
年增长94%，阅读量超过5000万。越
来越多Z世代通过打卡、创作、传播，
主动为这些“见证历史的场景”编织新
的故事。

近年来，头部漫展已成为上海暑
期最热的展会“集群”。相加近百万年
轻人的“泼天流量”，持续“加热”申城
交通、住宿、餐饮等相关行业消费，助
力文旅商体展融合发展。

以 BW2025 为例，今年共有来自
20多个国家及地区的观众参展，护照
购票用户占比达13%。而来自美团旅
行的数据显示，BW漫展举办期间，数

十万00后涌入上海，全国抵沪机票订
单上涨50%，国家会展中心（上海）附
近酒店预订量同比去年上涨近 5 倍，
相关文旅订单上涨35%。

“在前期参加站内答题免费领
票的用户结构中，超过一半是非上
海用户。”小红书相关负责人拉出的
一组数据同样显示，外地来沪“登
岛”的用户不在少数，其客群集聚效
应对暑期上海消费市场起到明显提
振作用。

正是因为观察到这一现象，上
海把今年首创的国际动漫月列为
2025“上海之夏”国际消费季十大标杆
活动之一，上升到城市层面来协同。
市商务委相关负责人介绍，今年上海
还做了一个尝试，首次推出三展联动

（CCG EXPO、BW 2025、ChinaJoy）的
联票，以“票根经济”撬动消费大市场，
吸引一大批来自全球各地的二次元客
群来到上海。

上海财经大学中国式现代化研究
院特聘研究员、电子商务研究中心主
任劳帼龄认为，首届国际动漫月在时
间和空间领域带动全城联动，未来，上
海可形成一个长效的IP运营机制，使
之成为全球认可的城市名片。

全球首个NbS城市中心
平台已在复兴岛成立，探索
超大城市“生态自律”之道

上海的未来是什么样？你可能会
说，更多的摩天大楼，更先进的产业集
群，更现代化的基础设施。但超大城
市探索高质量发展的方程式，还有没
有其他解法？

今年 6 月，世界自然保护联盟
（IUCN）和自然资源部签约，将全球
首个“基于自然的解决方案”（NbS）城
市中心落户复兴岛，同时公布的NbS
上海案例，聚焦“黄浦江流域生态保护
修复实践”。今年 10 月，这一上海案
例将走进2025年世界自然保护大会，
代表中国向全球推介。

NbS全球案例不在少数，上海案
例为何重要，又为何独特？

它的分量，首先来自深厚“家
世”和广泛的国际认同。NbS，是一
种以综合性、整体性理念应对生态
挑战的方式，简单而言，就是用自然
本身的力量来解决人类面临的生态
困境。

它的诞生离不开两大重要国际组
织。2008年，世界银行首次正式提出
NbS概念，后由世界自然保护联盟在

《联合国气候变化框架公约》中引入并
定义。

上海案例之所以独特，在于它赋
予NbS以突破性。过去，NbS案例常

常聚焦“点状”修复：一片雨林、一处湖
泊或一个特定的栖息地。上海实践则
打破这一常规，首次把视野拓展到更
广阔的超大城市尺度。

“上海在黄浦江流域引入了一套
集成化的生态修复方法。可以说，上
海已经成为全球生态综合治理的引领
者。”世界自然保护联盟副总干事斯图
尔特·马吉尼斯表示。

这不仅仅是空间的延展，更是一
次治理思维的跃升。 NbS 亚洲中心
常务副主任罗明说，上海案例提供了
一种可能，即使在人类活动最密集的
大都市，“自然疗法”同样能开出良
方。它赋予NbS更深刻的现实意义，
城市面临的生态挑战从来不是单一
的，而是复杂交织的，上海提供的，正
是一种能够应对这种复杂性的综合性
解决方案。

综合性解决方案，并不意味着无
章可循。相反，它恰恰是以问题为导
向，探索超大城市“生态自律”之道。

黄浦江、苏州河贯穿上海的城市
核心区，如何动态平衡好开发与保护
之间的关系成为关键。6月23日，正
在“复兴”中的黄浦江上唯一的封闭
式内陆岛复兴岛宣布，将使用NbS在
岛北打造 3 万平方米湿地净化区，设
计 1 万平方米离岛生态区，构建潮汐
鸟岛。

在黄浦江下游滨海地区打造“韧
性生态堤”，赋能陆海统筹发展。通
过重要节点—河口海岸线—滨海湿
地成体系的生态保护修复，探索构建
韧性海岸带，全面提升河口海岸带生
态功能。

市规划资源局表示，上海将借助
设在复兴岛的全球首个 NbS 城市中
心平台，继续开展 NbS 研究、本土化
实践与国际合作，分享河口型超大城
市“生态之城”的建设经验。

The 10th Baiyangdian Cup
Shanghai International Youth
Football Tournament recently con⁃
cluded at the Baiyangdian Youth
Football Elite Training Base in
Yangpu. Eight teams competed in
total. The international participants
were Catalonia United of Spain,
Sanfrecce Hiroshima of Japan,
Gwangju Shinhwa Youth FC of
South Korea and W.I.G. NAGA of
Laos. The Chinese sides were
China U11, Zhejiang FC, Guang⁃
zhou Yinghua Sili FC and Shang⁃

hai Yangpu. Together they con⁃
tested 28 matches filled with in⁃
tensity and skill.

In the end, China U11 clinched
the title with six wins, one loss and 18
points. W.I.G. NAGA from Laos and
Catalonia United finished second and
third respectively.

Launched in Yangpu, the Bai⁃
yangdian Cup has become a hallmark
youth football event, witnessing the
rise of future stars. This year's tour⁃
nament was not only a stage for
young players to showcase their tal⁃
ent, but also a bridge for international
exchange. Beyond the pitch, the or⁃

ganizers arranged cultural experi⁃
ences to give participants a deeper
sense of China's heritage.

Young players from Catalonia
United of Spain, Sanfrecce Hiroshima
of Japan, Zhejiang FC, and Guang⁃
zhou Yinghua Sili FC began their
cultural journey at the traditional
Brush & Ink Heritage Center.

With guidance from staff, the
players tried miao jin, a gold-painting
technique, and carefully wrote the
four characters "Qi Ye Jin Lan." It was
not only a hands-on activity but also
a way to connect with Chinese cul⁃
tural symbols. "It was my first time

holding a brush, and it is much harder
than playing football," said Gil, a
player from Catalonia United. "But
there are similarities. Football re⁃
quires control of strength, and so
does this."

Wu Qingchun, a national-level
inheritor of intangible cultural
heritage and a master of
brush-making in the Four Trea⁃
sures of the Study, wrote the
words "10th Anniversary of the
Baiyangdian Cup" on the spot.
With his guidance, the young
players then picked up brushes to
write the character "Fu" (good
fortune) on folding fans. "I want
to bring this fan back to Spain so
my family can also feel this
blessing from the East," said Pico,
another Catalonia United player.

Meanwhile, players from the
Shanghai Yangpu team, Gwangju
Shinhwa Youth FC of South Korea,
and W.I.G. NAGA of Laos embarked
on a "sweet journey" at the Zotter
Chocolate Theatre.

The children felt as if they had
stepped into the world of Charlie and

the Chocolate Factory, learning how
chocolate is made from cocoa beans
to the finished product. With the help
of staff, they created chocolates in
playful shapes, each filled with
imagination.

"This is an experience like no
other. Just as on the football pitch,
the children's creativity shone
through in this moment," said Son⁃
evilay, head coach of W.I.G. NAGA,
as he held up the chocolates made by
his players. "I haven't even tasted
them yet, but I know they must be the
best I have ever had, because they
were made for me by my team."

From the cultural exchange of
calligraphy to the creative spark in
chocolate-making, the young foot⁃
ballers wrote their chapter of youth
on the pitch. The ball at their feet
became a bridge across cultures. This
international tournament not only
showcased skills and forged friend⁃
ships but also added new vitality to
Shanghai's vision of becoming a
world-renowned sports city and to
Yangpu's role as a model district for
building a city for the people.

"Day, Night and Weekend" Classes Make Arts
Education Accessible in Yangpu

This autumn, Shanghai expand⁃
ed its community arts program by
adding daytime classes to its existing
evening schools and weekend work⁃
shops, offering residents more flexi⁃
ble schedules.

The new daytime sessions run in
the morning, at noon and in the af⁃
ternoon, catering to diverse groups
such as office workers, retirees,
full-time parents, freelancers and
students. Courses and teachers are
drawn from the same pool as the
evening schools, with identical
partnership and management mod⁃
els. Tuition is set at 500 yuan for
12 classes.

In Yangpu, the autumn session
of the community day school intro⁃
duced four featured courses—vocal
performance, Dunhuang aesthetics,
introductory classical dance, and
crochet—held across four venues: the
Yangpu Cultural and Arts Center, the
Dunhuang Contemporary Art Muse⁃
um, Bailian Riverside Shopping Cen⁃
ter, and Bailian Youyi City.

From April to July, the spring
semester of the community evening
school offered 37 courses at 19 loca⁃
tions, totaling 444 class hours and
serving 9,192 participants. The results
were recently released as Yangpu's
"report card" for the program.

Today, Yangpu is advancing
arts education with the principle
of "full coverage and diverse inte⁃
gration," bringing high-quality cul⁃
tural resources into neighborhoods
at multiple levels. The district is
striving to write a vivid answer to
the question of how to build an
inclusive and people-centered arts
education system.

In the spring semester at the
Yangpu branch of the community
evening school, artwasno longer seen
as a distant form of "high culture," but
as a passion woven into daily life. Mr.
Li, a local resident, drove two hours
each week from Jiading to attend the
Peking Opera class. Once a casual
fan, he is now able to perform the
celebrated role of the imperial con⁃
cubine in The Drunken Beauty. In the
Chinese landscape painting class, a
German student known as Mr. M

progressed from struggling to hold a
brush to copying freehand works,
remarking that "Chinese ink painting
carries Eastern philosophy within it."
Their stories illustrate the founding
spirit of the community arts schools:
arts education that is open to all and
delivered with warmth.

"This year, the community
evening school has further ex⁃
panded its reach, integrating pro⁃
fessional venues, commercial
spaces and cultural tourism sites
into its network," said Xu Hao,
deputy director of the Shanghai
Mass Art Center. He noted that
for the autumn semester, the
Yangpu Cultural Center has incor⁃
porated spaces such as Knowledge
& Innovation Community (KIC),
Bailian Riverside, and the Wujiao⁃
chang commercial district to cre⁃
ate a new urban cultural model
that combines technology, industry
and services.

Yangpu will host 25 evening
school sites offering 58 arts courses,
with the program expected to serve
more than 30,000 participants over
the year. The sites span business

districts, industrial parks, residential
communities and universities, form⁃
ing a comprehensive arts education
network that covers both breadth and
depth.

With its high concentration of
universities, Yangpu has made young
students a key focus of its community
arts education. The 2025 autumn se⁃
mester is open to university students
and includes special classes tailored
for international students.

According to the organizers,
these customized courses will link
on-campus and off-campus activi⁃
ties, inviting international students
from across local universities to step
beyond their campuses and experi⁃
ence Chinese culture firsthand. The
curriculum will include traditional
martial art Mianquan, the craft of Cao
Sugong inkstick making, Chinese di⁃
abolo, and Dunhuang mural line
drawing techniques.

Yangpu has also tapped into
the resources of its century-old
universities. It is partnering with
Duoyun Academy of Fudan Uni⁃
versity's School of Management,
the Green Tile Bookstore at

Shanghai University of Sport, and
Shanghai Publishing and Printing
College to offer both online and
offline programs, turning higher
education resources into cultural
benefits for the public.

To meet residents' diverse
needs, Yangpu has developed a
multi-level curriculum system cov⁃
ering five areas: arts training, tradi⁃
tional culture, lifestyle aesthetics,
integration of emerging technologies,
and modern health and wellness. Arts
training courses such as vocal music,
dance and painting are designed for
learners of all levels, with an empha⁃
sis on accessibility. Traditional cul⁃
ture programs focus on the theme of
"intangible heritage + health," in⁃
cluding classes in Mianquan fitness
routines, Baduanjin qigong, and Tai
Chi, aligning with the city's fitness
trend. "Our goal is to design courses
that keep arts education rooted in
tradition while also embracing the
future," said Xia Jie, director of the
Yangpu Cultural and Arts Center. "We
hope to continually break boundaries
and explore new possibilities for ar⁃
tistic expression."
