既保护创新又促进发展，让创意在“正轨”上“自由奔跑”

杨浦构建内容创作健康生态

本报讯 在人人皆可创作的数字
时代，优质内容成为互联网生态的
核心驱动力。然而，版权归属模糊、
AI 创作侵权、平台责任边界不清等
法律风险也随之而来。如何让创意
在法治的轨道上“自由奔跑”？

近 日 ，“ 创 作 有 范 ，法 治 有
光”——杨“数”浦数字沙龙（第十
期）暨杨浦区互联网优质内容创作
相关权益保护法治观察活动在杨浦
V 聚场举行。活动由区委依法治区
办、区委网信办、区司法局联合主
办，上海赛博网络安全产业创新研
究院承办。

活动中，区法院知识产权审判庭
法官卢思元详细介绍了平台侵权赔
偿责任的划分问题。她表示，司法审
查常从两个角度入手：一是平台是否
履行了与其经营模式、行为相匹配的
管理责任；二是平台上的侵权信息是
否处于明显易发现的状态。

卢思元强调，常见审查内容有
以下几个方面：平台需匹配自身管
理能力履行义务，避免因设置高侵
权风险栏目、用户信息管理缺漏等
失责；在“通知－删除”规则下，需及
时采取措施并明确审核边界，应对
反复侵权；依据红旗规则，对知名内
容或者被反复投诉的侵权内容履行
主动审查义务；平台对用户内容进
行编辑、推荐、设置榜单等情形则需

承担更高注意义务。
同济大学上海国际知识产权学

院长聘副教授、博士生导师张怀印
围绕“互联网优质内容创作与知识
产权保护”这一主题，系统性地剖析
了创意产生、内容创作、发布传播、
商业化四大关键阶段的知识产权保
护要点及实践路径。张怀印指出，
在创意产生阶段，应重视商业秘密
与职务成果的保护；在内容创作阶
段，需厘清著作权的归属及二次创
作边界；在发布传播阶段，应界定平
台责任与算法的合规性；而在商业
化阶段，则需明确授权许可及新型
侵权行为的处理方式。

上海国狮律师事务所知识产权
争议部主任韩俊指出，AI 创作面临
知识产权、伦理道德、信息安全及跨
境数据流动等多重合规挑战，贯穿
从数据输入到责任归属的全流程。
他 强 调 ，数 据 作 为 AI 系 统 的“ 血
液”，其安全合规流动是生态健康运
行的基石。

韩俊建议，应构建“核心法规+
关联法律+地方细则”三层法律框
架，为平台与用户厘清权责边界。
在具体操作层面，平台应履行“数据
与内容双闸管控”，加强用户管理与
常态自查；用户则应遵循“素材先
审、内容后审”原则，注重隐私保护，
防范过度依赖 AI 带来的风险。

在圆桌讨论环节，嘉宾们围绕
“协同共生：互联网优质内容创作与
合规管理的路径探索”展开深入交
流，一致认为在技术快速迭代的背
景下，亟需构建多方协同的治理体
系：司法层面应通过精细化审判明
确平台责任，探索 AI 生成内容的权
利认定规则；创作者应树立“创作
即固证”意识，善用区块链等新型
存证工具；公共服务机构则应扮演

“全科医生”角色，为企业提供全链
条知识产权指导。唯有实现司法、
行政执法与多元调解的有机衔接，
才能构建既保护创新又促进发展的
健康生态。

知识产权领域资深律师陈彦旭
在活动中与专家频频对话。他在工
作中常面临 AI 生成内容权益归属、
平台责任细分等难题，不少法律适
用问题令他深感困惑。“这次沙龙真
是场‘及时雨’！”陈彦旭表示，“平时
埋头办案，很多问题需要更专业的
解答。今天直接与‘大咖’面对面交
流，思路豁然开朗，收获颇丰。”

自 2024 年 12 月 启 动 以 来 ，杨
“数”浦数字沙龙每月一期，已连续
举办十场。它不仅是知识的讲堂，
更是杨浦主动服务企业的“店小二”
式贴心实践。

今年以来，杨浦不仅为内容创
作者构筑了 V 聚场这座“梦工厂”，

还通过持续引入法律、技术、产业等
多元专业力量，精准对接企业在发
展中的痛点与需求，将服务送到“家
门口”，为企业在数字浪潮中稳健前
行提供坚实支撑。

未来，杨浦将不断完善服务体
系，积极推动互联网优质内容创作
集聚区建设，让法治之光点亮创作
之路，让杨浦成为人才近悦远来、创
新灵感竞相迸发的热土。

又讯 近日，财经科技新媒体联
盟在 V 聚场成立。联盟常设点设在
V 聚场，以资源整合为基础、内容创
新为核心、协同共进为目标，将为行
业交流合作提供稳定、长效的平台
支撑，持续提升财经科技新媒体内
容质量与传播效能。

据介绍，近年来，立足发展互联
网内容产业的战略布局，上海将内
容产业视为新增长点，通过“沪九

条”开放城市资源、探索创作者职称
评审，推动产业从“分散生长”转向

“集群化发展”。
而杨浦作为被“沪九条”“点名

支持”的互联网优质内容创作集聚
区建设区域之一，通过 V 聚场物理
空间、上网联自媒体专委会杨浦分
会行业组织载体及“YOUNG 立方”
政策体系，正在形成“空间+组织+
政策”三维支撑。同时，“大厂”、高
校集聚的天然优势也进一步强化了
这里的人才与资本吸引力。

财经科技新媒体联盟的成立，
体现出行业从初期的“野蛮生长”迈
入“健康茁壮”新阶段。未来，这一
生态将持续释放“内容生产力”，让
财经科技新媒体在讲述上海故事、
服务城市高质量发展的道路上行稳

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Fuxing Island: A Lab for the Future

A Theater Becomes the Neighborhood's Cultural
Living Room

A wall of posters showcasing a
variety of performances forms a
colorful "art mosaic." Three key⁃
words, "Theater," "Youth," and
"Boundless," stand out in orange,
purple, and green. This is the new
"Young Cube," a creative space
launched this year by YOUNG The⁃
ater and now open to the public free
of charge.

According to Wang Jie, General
Manager of YOUNG Theater, the
Cube space was originally part of
the theater's backstage area. "It was
right behind the main lobby and had
been left unused, which felt like a
waste. We decided to repurpose it
to give theatergoers a place to relax,

have a drink, or rest their feet be⁃
fore the show," she said.

The Cube has already wel⁃
comed "Fun Talk Comedy," a
blind-box style stand-up show that
drew many young visitors during its
trial run. More events related to
lifestyle aesthetics, art experiences,
creative performances, and emo⁃
tional well-being are planned, turn⁃
ing the theater into a place where
people can unwind and connect.

"Stand-up comedy is hugely
popular among young people,"
Wang said. "We hope it can be a
bridge that brings more of them
into the theater, where they can
discover and fall in love with the
magic of live performance. We
named the space Cube because

we want every visit to feel like
playing with a Rubik's Cube, full
of change and possibility."

Since reopening to the public
on September 2, 2022, YOUNG The⁃
ater has become a cultural landmark
in Yangpu and a living room for lo⁃
cal residents. Theater is breaking
boundaries and becoming part of
everyday community life.

Recently, YOUNG Theater al⁃
so launched its membership pro⁃
gram, the YOUNG Club, which
offers priority ticket access, birth⁃
day perks, and special discounts
to enhance the audience experi⁃
ence. The theater says the pro⁃
gram is a way to thank the loyal
patrons who have supported it over
the past three years.

Fuxing Island has recently cap⁃
turedpublicattentionlikeneverbefore.

Once a "strategic blank zone," it
is now home to the Quantum City
Spatial Innovation Base and a
trending destination among young
visitors known as "Pain Island."
Covering just 1.3 square kilometers,
the island is transforming from an
industrial rust belt into a model of
the future city. As the only inland
island on the Huangpu River, it is
setting sail toward a smarter and
more vibrant future, powered by
technology and guided by art.

From 30 September to 13 De⁃
cember, the 2025 Shanghai Urban
Space Art Season is taking place on
Fuxing Island under the theme
Quantum City, Reviving the Future.
The event aligns closely with the is⁃
land's development vision. More
than an art-and-technology show⁃
case, it serves as a bold experiment
in future-oriented urban governance.

Fuxing Island was once a major
industrial hub in modern Shanghai,
home to enterprises such as the Chi⁃
na State Shipbuilding Corporation. As
the city shifted away from heavy in⁃
dustry, the island became a "forgotten
corner." It wasn't until the Shanghai
2035 Master Plan designated it as a
"strategic reserve area" that the land
began gathering new momentum.

Now, with the establishment of
the Quantum City Spatial Innovation
Base, Fuxing Island is evolving from
a blank canvas into a testbed for in⁃
novation. Xu Mingqian, Deputy Di⁃
rector of the Shanghai Municipal
Bureau of Planning and Natural Re⁃
sources, said the island's relatively
isolated setting and rich industrial
heritage provide ideal conditions for
exploring the concept of a "quantum
city." Built on precision sensing, effi⁃
cient coordination, and intelligent
interaction, this approach positions
Fuxing Island as a platform for policy
innovation, technological progress,
and spatial renewal, creating an in⁃
tegrated and inspiring model for ur⁃
ban transformation. The "quantum
city" is not an unreachable vision.

According to Xu, the concept
draws metaphorical inspiration from
quantum principles such as preci⁃

sion, synergy, superposition, and
leap. Using technologies like AI,
digital twins, and 3D real-scene
modeling, it aims to build a city
system capable of real-time sensing,
intelligent analysis, and automatic
optimization. In December 2024,
construction officially began on the
Quantum City Spatial Innovation
Base on Fuxing Island—marking a
major step forward for Shanghai in
building virtual cities and advancing
digital twin technology.

For ordinary citizens, a "quan⁃
tum city" means a smarter, safer,
and more efficient urban life. Imag⁃
ine traffic lights that adjust auto⁃
matically to real-time road condi⁃
tions, air quality monitoring precise
down to the neighborhood level,
dynamic tracking and prediction of
pedestrian flows, or flood alerts that
generate solutions in advance. These
innovations will all be tested first on
Fuxing Island.

At the same time, citywide
spatial monitoring and 3D digital
modelling are providing the "digital
foundation" for a smart city, helping
governance shift from experi⁃
ence-based to data-driven. Ac⁃
cording to Pang Chong, Deputy Di⁃
rector of the Ministry of Natural
Resources' Bureau of Territorial
Spatial Planning, familiar urban ele⁃
ments such as roads, public trans⁃
port stops, parks, shopping centers,
fitness venues and healthcare facili⁃
ties can all be translated into mea⁃
surable digital indicators. Examples
include the 15-minute walking cov⁃
erage of community healthcare ser⁃
vices, the 5-minute coverage of el⁃
derly care facilities, and accessibility
measures for commuting, medical
care, dining, shopping, parking and
leisure. These data points reflect not
only citizens' sense of happiness
and fulfilment but also the city's
overall development quality and
business environment. Through 3D
modelling, the city's terrain, water⁃
ways and building layouts can be
recreated with precision in digital
form. This allows planners to assess
spatial strategies and governance
more effectively, and even use arti⁃
ficial intelligence to simulate possi⁃
ble futures, making urban design
more scientific and forward-looking.

In 2019, the third Shanghai Ur⁃
ban Space Art Season opened along
the Yangpu waterfront under the
theme Encounter. A 2.7-kilometre
stretch of the southern riverside was
opened to the public for the first
time, turning what was once an "in⁃
dustrial rust belt" into a vibrant riv⁃
erside area. It marked a vivid ex⁃
ample of Shanghai's people-cen⁃
tered approach to urban renewal.

Six years later, the Art Season
has returned to Yangpu, this time on
Fuxing Island.

This year's edition moves be⁃
yond traditional exhibition formats
and offers immersive, interactive
and family-friendly public experi⁃
ences. According to officials from
Yangpu District, the island's indus⁃
trial relics and open spaces provide
vast room for artistic imagination.
The district is now accelerating

Fuxing Island's transformation from
a "blank canvas" into one of Shang⁃
hai's most dynamic creative zones.
Following an organic and sustain⁃
able growth model, the area is revi⁃
talizing its industrial heritage and
historical buildings while improving
infrastructure, updating factory sites,
enhancing the blue-green landscape
and enriching supporting facilities.
These efforts create a space for ex⁃
hibitions, performances, exchanges
and leisure activities that combine
art, technology and community en⁃
gagement. By integrating technology
and art, the virtual and the physical,
online and offline, the event also
presents the progress of the Quantum
City Spatial Innovation Base.

According to the plan, Fuxing
Island will evolve along three inter⁃
connected directions. It will become
a Digital Island, built on the Quan⁃

tum City Spatial Innovation Base
and focused on developing intelli⁃
gent applications such as the
low-altitude economy and autono⁃
mous driving. It will also grow into
a Design Island, revitalizing existing
spaces through affordable rents to
attract innovators, entrepreneurs
and creative professionals. At the
same time, it will take shape as a
People's Island, featuring waterfront
walkways, festival lawns and service
stations that together create inclu⁃
sive public spaces for all ages.

Fuxing Island will preserve its
industrial heritage while embracing
technology, art and ecology to form
a new waterfront community that
blends work, life and leisure.

It is no longer just an island. It
is a symbol, a model and a living
laboratory for the future that be⁃
longs to every citizen of Shanghai.
