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向全球创客发出邀请——2026年“创·在上海”国际创新创业大赛在杨浦举行

复兴岛，如何成为全域创新“试金石”

黄浦江上的复兴岛，巨型塔吊与
艺术装置交相辉映，工业遗存与未来
科技在此完成时空对话。复兴岛正
在加速生长为“全球创客岛”，成为
上海面向未来的创新“场域”。

3月24日，复兴岛船台公园内，一
场属于科创者的盛会如约而至。2026
年“创·在上海”国际创新创业大赛在
此正式启动。今年大赛首次将启动仪
式延长为长达 3 天的“创·在上海”
LIT DAY创业者活动日。

“践行一条从科研到转
化、从书架到货架的路”

现场，来自杨浦的两家企业——
上海波达医疗科技有限责任公司与蓝
星光域（上海）航天科技有限公司，摘
得初创企业组二等奖和成长企业组三
等奖。

上海波达医疗科技有限责任公
司，2022 年成立于湾谷科技园，专注
于超快超声脑功能成像与新一代无创
脑机系统的研发和产业化。波达医疗
的核心技术——超快超声帧率达到每
秒万帧级别，其时间分辨率优于10毫
秒，空间分辨率优于 10 微米，成像灵
敏度较传统超声大幅提升。将这种技
术用于脑与脊髓功能血流检测，可捕
获瞬态神经血管耦合变化。

“去年，我们推出了完全自主研发
的国内首台对标国际一流水平的脑功
能超声成像系统。”波达医疗创始人、
复旦大学生物医学工程系研究员许凯
亮告诉记者，2025年公司产品实现销
售额 900 余万元，“这个数字虽然不

大，但标志着我们从先进的基础研究
向创新的产业前沿迈出了关键一步，
这一步对我们来说意义重大。”

许凯亮坦言，从高校研究员到企
业创始人，最大的挑战是“勇气”。“很
长一段时间，我们都在发表文章、培养

人才的舒适区里，认为转化是企业该
做的事。但在当下，作为一名青年科
学家，有必要自己去践行一条从科研
到转化、从书架到货架的路。”他说，希
望未来在无创超声脑机的赛道上，发
出复旦大学的声音。

蓝星光域（上海）航天科技有限公
司，成立于 2021 年，致力于打造全域
无线光网络生态体系。其获奖项目

“高可靠低成本地面激光通信终端研
发及产业化”，面向地面通信网络移动
回传、固网跨域、应急通信，以及无人
机、飞艇等空基平台通信等多类场景，
可实现点对点之间的空间自由激光通
信。项目已获授权专利31项，其中发
明专利 15 项。蓝星光域联合中国联
通，在国内率先完成激光终端在运营
商现网的接入业务验证，开创了行业
先河。

深度联动多元创新主
体，为初创企业提供全周期
服务

当天，上海市科技创业中心与上
海银行进行“创赛赋能专项计划”合作
签约。通过上海银行的捐赠资金，对
大赛团队组获奖的高成长性早期项目
设立专项支持计划，在政府创新资金
拨付前实现资金接力，赋能大赛生态
建设。

大赛生态服务体系同步发布，同
创共建“创孵学院”。大赛联合各大生
态合作伙伴，融合“Westart 创业投资
大会”“国际顶尖孵化器大会”“创
100+训练营”“GATEWAY跨境社群”

“AABI创新大会”等品牌矩阵，持续释
放服务品牌影响力。

团队落地签约环节，大赛团队组
获奖项目“芯粒与先进封装 2.5D/3D
堆叠芯片EDA全流程协同设计仿真”
项目团队与张江科投、“水平联运集装
箱处理系统”项目团队与宝山大学科
技园、上海翌曦科技发展有限公司与
上海科创集团分别签约，助力“创业种
子”从实验室走向产业化落地。

作为上海连续举办十五载的科创
赛事，“创·在上海”国际创新创业大赛
已成为发掘培育科技型中小企业、构
建融通创新生态的重要平台。据悉，
2026 年大赛将持续优化赛制，打造

“区域赛+专业赛+TOP100 创赛+联
动赛”的大赛矩阵，通过“赛事引领、服
务接力、生态协同”的全链条发展模

式，深度联动政、产、学、研、金等多元
创新主体，为初创企业提供涵盖政策
资源对接、金融接力支持、产业链协同
的全周期服务。

活动中，复兴岛全球创客岛伙
伴招募计划正式发布。该计划聚焦
大赛获奖企业及团队、新锐创客团
队与初创企业、专业孵化器与加速
器机构三类对象，构建多维度政策
保障体系。

其中，对“创·在上海”国际创新创
业大赛获奖企业按照获奖等级分别给
予每项 20 万元、60 万元、80 万元和
100 万元的定额资助，杨浦区将给予
最高10万元配套资金；对入驻复兴岛
的各类企业及项目团队，经核测给予
入孵企业相应的免租、低租阶段孵化
政策和相应的配套服务；“创·在上海”
国际创新创业大赛总决赛获奖企业及
团队（一二三等奖）优先提供低租创客
公寓；发放新质秀带创新券，鼓励科技
企业聘请专业服务机构或专家团队担
任创新顾问，用于购买目录内服务事
项，每年最高 20 万元的补贴；遴选招
募国内外孵化器运营机构，根据评估
情况对运营机构给予运营成本补贴。
鼓励孵化器引育未来产业领域各类标
杆企业、高质量创新平台，给予一次性
引育奖励。

有人把复兴岛的战略价值概括为
三句话：杨浦有全市最好的理工科底
子，复兴岛有独一无二的“试验场”禀
赋，上海这样超大城市要建设科创中
心，恰恰需要一块地方——不是盖高
楼招总部，而是让那些尚未成熟、需要
反复验证的未来技术，有一个能落地
跑起来的环境。

这不是跟风，而是卡位。复兴岛
的价值，不在于装进多少企业，而在
于长出多少可能。当“大学”的智慧、

“大厂”的势能与“岛”的禀赋叠加在
一起，这座岛便不再只是地图上的一
个点，而成为一座城市面向未来的战
略支点。

当一座城愿意为年轻人“让利”，
当创新空间与生活空间不再割裂……

“新质生产力为了谁”这道题便有了最
直接的回答。

Shanghai's Fuxing Island re⁃
cently launched an OPC "super indi⁃
vidual" community in a minimalist
setting. Beneath weathered shipyard
cranes and inside cavernous factory
warehouses, entrepreneurs gathered
to mark the opening of the new space.

At the launch event, Yangpu
District released 10 measures to
support the initiative. The policies
focus on investing in people,
strengthening technology support,
and integrating services to foster the
OPC community, AI-driven
one-person businesses, and a wider
network of ecosystem partners.

Rise of the "cyber
sole trader"

For Tian Shuyun, founder of
Shanghai Wusuan Guangnian, the
entire business fits into a computer, a
room, and a few servers. He left his
job at an internet company in 2024 to
start a venture developing an AI tool
for image and video generation. The
product integrates multiple AI image
and language models into a single
workspace, enabling users to create
visual content locally. The company
has just two full-time employees.
Other work is handled by part-time
contributors working alongside a
range of AI agents.

OPC, short for "one-person
company," allows a single individual
to build an innovation team and in⁃
dependently carry a project from

concept to delivery. Tian said that as
AI becomes increasingly capable of
writing code, a team of four, includ⁃
ing a product manager, a front-end
developer, a back-enddeveloper and
a tester, can complete the full devel⁃
opment and operation of a product.
The startup, run by two founders,
generatedmore than1million yuan in
revenue last year. Tian describes
himself as a "cyber sole trader." His
team members are spread across dif⁃
ferent locations, andalmost the entire
productionprocess takesplaceonline.

Artificial intelligence is also
lowering the barriers to entrepre⁃
neurship. With just a smartphone or a
computer, it is now possible to start a
business. Zhou Wenyi, general man⁃
ager of Shanghai Fengniao Technol⁃
ogy, said the company's AI agents
enable beginners with no prior ex⁃
perience to create short dramas or
animated series. In production, cre⁃
ators can start with a spark of an
idea. From there, AI agents act as
digital staff across the entire work⁃
flow, including script generation,
storyboard image creation, video
production, audio generation and
editing, allowing users to produce
fully structured content. Once com⁃
pleted, the full AI toolchain can also
support the entire process from cre⁃
ation to commercialization.

Building a sense of
community for "one-per-
son companies"

If OPC entrepreneurs only need

"a computer and a room," why create
a dedicated community for them?

An entrepreneur known as San⁃
qin, a seasoned developer in the field
of AI agents, offers one answer. Dur⁃
ing this year's Spring Festival, he
used his self-developed agents to
build a mini-program called "Dinner
Party Playbook." It helps users navi⁃
gate common social dilemmas at
holiday gatherings, such as seating
arrangements across regions and how
to propose toasts to different guests.
He built the entire app on his own in
just two days.

Despite the strong potential of
one-person companies, solo found⁃
ers face multiple challenges. Today,
their expectations for the OPC com⁃
munity fall into two main areas. On⁃
line, they look for access to core AI
infrastructure such as computing
power, large models and intelligent
agents. Offline, they seek a commu⁃
nity environment that sparks ideas
and creativity.

"Exchanging ideas and learn⁃
ing from others is essential for
OPC entrepreneurs," said Lu Ji,
Shanghai lead of the WaytoAGI
community. After leaving the tra⁃
ditional design industry, he found⁃
ed his own OPC venture. He said
his experience engaging with
peers in developer communities
played a key role in his journey.

In addition to running his own
business, Lu also helps manage the
developer community and has orga⁃
nized several offline events in
Shanghai. He hopes the Fuxing Is⁃

land OPC community will host more
such activities, allowing entrepre⁃
neurs to learn from one another and
grow together.

Round-the-clock sup-
port for entrepreneurs

The Fuxing Island OPC commu⁃
nity will build on the island's unique
location to bring together policies,
technology, infrastructure and ser⁃
vices, offering resident entrepreneurs
one-stop, tailored support. The
goal is to free founders from dis⁃
tractions so they can focus on in⁃
novation and growth.

Zhang Tianwei, director of the
Yangpu District Development and
Reform Commission, said the initia⁃
tive is designed around the core
needs of OPC entrepreneurs and re⁃

flects Yangpu's commitment to pro⁃
viding round-the-clock, high-quality
services. On the talent side, the dis⁃
trict will offer apartments priced at
under 1,000 yuan per person per
month and open fast-track residency
channels to help entrepreneurs settle
in Yangpu. It also plans to foster a
strong startup community, with
weekly events and monthly competi⁃
tions, creating an environment where
who you build with matters as much
as where you build.

On the technology front, a
full-cycle incubation model will be
introduced, covering mentorship,
capability building and ongoing sup⁃
port. The community will provide
unified access to AI toolkits, vertical
AI agents and token-based services.
Financial support of up to 10 million
yuan, 10 million yuan and 20 million
yuan will be available for related in⁃
vestments, helping lower technical
barriers for businesses. Companies
can also receive up to 200,000 yuan
per year through innovation vouchers
to purchase approved professional
services. A network of expert men⁃
tors will be established, and leading
tech firms will be encouraged to
bring in service teams offering train⁃
ing and resource connections, with
support of up to 10 million yuan.

On the services side, a dedicated
OPC section will be added to the
government's online service platform,
offering free tax agency and book⁃
keeping services, along with access
to legal and HR support through
partnerships with major companies.
Startups will be able to move into
fully equipped offices, with rent and
property fees waived in the first year.
Leveraging its role as one of Shang⁃
hai's first equity investment clusters,
Yangpu will guide capital toward
early-stage, small and high-tech
ventures. Volcano Engine has also
launched the "Co-Creator" program,
focusing on three key growth sec⁃
tors and building an integrated eco⁃
system, with four major subsidy
measures to support rapid develop⁃
ment of OPC entrepreneurs.

"With Yangpu's policy support
and Volcano Engine's technological
backing, I feel confident about the
road ahead," said one OPC entrepre⁃
neur. "I plan to join the community
and make the most of these resources
to grow my business and pursue
my goals."
